A Proposed Bill to Support New Energy Sources

Las Vegas-area Congresswoman Shelley Berkley announced last August, at a meating in
Las Vegas, a bill for the Small Business Administration to annualy provide 750 millon
dollars in energy loan guarantees (see Berkley Reveals Green Energy Schtions),

In response o Berkley's subsequent request for responses from the audience, | explained
that the US. Palent Office has a nine-member commiltee which screens patents for

national securty implications, and that a hidden purpose of this committee is (o lock up
energy-related patents which could threaten the fossik-fuel monepolies and the power grid
{nuclear, coal, ete ). Whan an inventor has his or her energy patent classified, | explained,
the inventor faces 20 years in prison for working on or publicizing the invention,

| told Berkley and the audience thal a Space Energy Journal anticle by Don Kelly claimed
some years ago that there are now 3000 energy patents which have been classified, and
that | considered it highly kely that there were some potentially very productive new
sources of energy locked up in those 3000 patents.

| asked Berkley to add a section to her bill to establish some kind of mechanism for gaing

back and reviewing all these classified energy patents for possible release and
government support for their development,

Beridey seemed favorably responsive. | offered to help her wrile the section, and was
referred to a stafl member.

Below are a few stones to give readers who are unfamilar with energy imrention
suppression a feeling for the ruthlessness and unfaimess of this dity, greedy business [1]

Energy Patent Suppression: Seven Cautionary Tales
Story No. 1

Medl Schmidt stopped In my office on May 12, 1995, to tel me this story about his
invention of a hydraulic wind turbine.

At this time, he had been bving In Las Vegas for seven years. But nine years before, he
was living in the Seattle area, and had visited a federal Small Business Administration
office there to apply for financial aid.

The following day, he received a telephone call. He was told his device would not work,
and nol to bother with i,

He had provided the SBA office with hardly more than a sketch, so a hot argument erupted
which lasted half an hour. The caller ended up hinting death to MNeil if he didnt stop working
on his imeention.

A couple of days later, Nell went back to the office and walked around unsuccessfuly
trying to identify the voice he had heard on the telephone,

Medl also has heard that ancther energy imventor living near his Washington residence had
baen shol in the head and blinded.

Story Mo, 2
When one of my imventor friends was a young man, he invented a 20-mpg carburetor,

He was paid a visit by four men, including one from Standard Oil and two wearing U5,
Marshal's uniforms.

They told em that if he ever made another carburetor, they wouwld kill him, his wife, and two
young children. He was quickly persuaded that his life wasn't worth a "damn carburetor.”™

He happened to think to memonze the badge numbers of the two "US Marshals,” and so
had an attormey in Washington, DC, check with the US Marshal's office, They had no
record of the two badge numbers

Story No. 3

Im the 1830s, Henry T. Moray was refused a patent on his cold semiconductor cathode,
allegedly because the patent examiner couldnt undersiand how it could emit electrons.
Twenty years later, the development of the transistor proved thal his device could actually
have worked,

Then in 1940, Moray demonstrated before members of the Public LRilies Commission
(PUC) his free energy generalor, which gave a continuous output of 250,000 volts with no
apparent input. The next day he was found shot in his lab, and all of his notes and device
were stolen,

Currently, the Cosray Research Instilute of Sak Lake City has been collecting Moray's
papers from old acquaintances and atlempling to duplicate the device

Story No. 4

In May 1974, John Andréws, a Poartuguese chemist, demonstrated a water-lo-gas additnee
before Navy officials. The additive alowed ordinary waler 1o be added to gasoline withouwt
decreasing the combushbility of the gas, It would have driven the cost of gasoline down to
two cenls per gallon.

When U.5. Navy officials finally went to his kab to negotiate for the formula, they found
Andrews missing and his lab ransacked,

Story No. 5

In July 1874, the Los Angeles District Attornay, acting under orders from the “top."” raided
the assembly plant of Ed Gray and confiscated his prototype generator, as well as his
plans and records. They brought numerous false charges against him, and defied all
attempts by Gray's lawyers to gel the confiscated matenials returned

Gray's opponents have driven him into bankruptcy (Generator, Free Energy, Patent No.
38 905 480),

Story No. 6

On September 3, 1978, a U.5, Government agency resiricted development of a CB radio
and telephone privacy device. The device had been invented by four men — Carl Kicolal,
Wikam Raike, Carl Quale, and David Miller, of Seafttle, Washington, It prevems
aavesdropping on CB radio and lelephone transmissions for nonmilitary, nongovermment
use.

The patent was applied for and refused. The Mational Security Agency was quick o issue
a secrecy order against them,[2] preventing them from even talking about the imyention
without risking a jail term,

The order was recened six months after a patent was filed for the device. The Patemt
Office wrotle: "Your apphcation ... has been found 1o contain subject matler, the
unawthorized disclosure of which might be detrimental lo naticnal secuniy.”

Story No. 7

Most people believe that it is impossible to build a motor run solely by magnets. Howard
Johnson spent six years fighting the Palent Office to accept the reality of his magnet
motor. They finally granted him U.S. Patent 4,151,431, There are dozens of other magned
motor patents.

Many achisevements in developing free energy from magnetism have occurred in obscure
basement workshops all over the country. In most cases, these achievements remain the
secret of the inventor, who fears reprisal

Engineers al Hitachi Magnetics Corporation have publicly admitted that a motor run by
magnels is feasible and logical, But the politics of the matter make it impossible for them to
pursue developing a magnet motor, or any device thal would compete with the energy
cartels,

Recent Developments: Reviving the OTA

OTA, or Office of Technology Assessment, is an arm of Congress that formery — from
1872 1o 1895 — provided comprehensive assessments of a wide range of scientific and
technical issues

In August 2001, | learned that Rush Holt (D-NJ) has introduced legisiation in the House of
Representatives proposing to return the OTA 1o active stalus (OTA — see

cnie orglpdates!106 htm).

Dwring its years of operation, OTA suppled Congress with background papers, briefings,
and testimony, but was best known for its in-depth, objective reports of complex scientific
and technical issues, These reports took one fo two years to produce and could be
requested by the chairman of any Congressional committee.

OTA's Emvironment Program addressed areas including emvdironmental heakh and nisk
management, the use of renewable resources, and polution prevention, control and
remediation. Its reports covered topics such as agricullure, biclogical diversily, air and
water pollution, the effects of weather and chmate change, managemeni of solid,
hazardous, and nuclear wastes, risk assessmeni methods and policy, and public land
managermsent.

Resurrecling OTA was suggested in Recommendations for Improving the Scientific Basis
for Emvironmental Decision Making, a report from the first national conference of the
Mational Council for Science and the Emvironment (MCSE), NCSE suggested reviving the
Office of Technology Assessment as a change that could "significantly improve efficiency
and communication among scientists and between scientists and decision makers.”™

The full text of this report can be found online at NCSEonline, org.

Mational Public Radio's July 18 broadcast of "All Things Considered™ included a segment
on reopening OTA. During this plece, Rep. Sherwood Boehlert (R-NY), chairman of the
House Science Commttee, and Rep. Vernon Ehlers (R-MI), a physicist by training, lauded
the work of OTA and their "wonderful, detailed, long-term studies.”

Howewver, Mewt Gingrich, Speaker of the House of Representatives when OTA was
eliminated, noted that many conservatives felt that OTA "was used by liberals to cover up

political ideclogy with a gloss of science.”

Rep. Holt's bill, HR. 2148, would revive OTA by simply reenacting s 1972 formative
legisiation and authorizing a budget of 20 milllon doRars per year for five years. This is the
same level of funding OTA received in 1994, Currently, this legislation has S0 cosponsors.

Help from Down Under

Concerming the proposal of an energy bill to declassify patents, Australia’s Trevor Osbome
(wharmaony @inet. net_au) wrote me that he has sent out an emall lo about 100 opinion

leaders who might help perpetuate the momentum,

S0 the momentum is gaining speed” Osborme wrote. "First, we had the Disclosure
Project. Now we have the proposed Energy Bill to Declassity Energy Patenls. So please
do your best to pass this news on (o anyone who may be interested in writing to andlor

phoning thair Congresspearson to offer their support to this bill.”
Mearmwhile on Capital Hill

The energy bill that was actually passed by the House was nol about strengthening
America's sirategic energy position, Rather, it was about something much simpler — a
gigantic giveaway to the energy industry,

The dishonesty began with the bil's very first sentence. "To enhance energy conservation,
research, and development. . .~ In fact, the bill not only ignored conservation, it actually
subverted it, epitomizing Vice President Cheney's view that “conservation is for wimps.”

The bill, among other things, estends a lcophole for automobiles that can also run on
ethanol but rarely do; this means that overall vehicle fuel efficiency would probably be
reduced, Yet 36 Democrats joined Republicans in voling for this legisiation, giving
President Bush a comfortable margin of victory — and, as with the tax cul, bipartisan
=

Mot surprisingly, It was mostly Democrats from auto-producing and energy states who
supported the bill, Thesea included John D. Dingell (Michigan), Brad Carson (Oklahoma) and
Chet Edwards (Texas), as well as Californians Joe Baca (Rialto) and Calvin M. Doaley

(Visalia).

The bill is a natural target for Democrats. For one thing, the links between campaign
contributions and the bill's provisions could hardly be clearer. In an analysis released by
Rep. Henry A Waxman (D-Los Angeles) called "Hifting the Jackpol' the rewards for
industry are outlined.

The reporl mischievously cbserves thal the cumulative value of the 2000 election-
campaign contributions by the coal, oil and gas, nuclear, and utility industries — the lon's
share of which went to the GOP — was 60.5 milion dollars. But the total value of the tax
breaks and subsidies is 36.4 bilion dollars. The rate of return on these campaign
contributions was thus a whopping 52,200 percent!

Specifically, the coal mining industry, which contributed 3.8 milion dollars, would receive
1.1 billien dollars in drect subsidias in the next thres years, and an extra 1.4 billon dollars
over the next seven years.

Typical of the bill is that government would assume the industry's costs for applying to
mine coal on fedaral lands.

The ol Industry, which contnibuted 33,3 million dollars in 2000, would get tax breaks worth
12.8 billion doflars, according to the Joint Committee on Taxation. For instance. it would no
longer have to pay royalties for ol and gas lease sales.

The only good news is that the Senate is not likely to pass the energy bill unamended.

Third, if you can, please give thought to the machanism that might be incorporated into the
new section of the legisiation, specifying exactly how the patents are (o be reviewed and
declassified. One crucial feature would involve how people are selected for the review
agency to assure that they will be honest, rather than "toadies” for fossil fuel and nuclear
interests

| feed that it would be of valse to hold a public seminar In the Washington, DC, area on the
subject — perhaps in a Patent Office avditorium, Any way in which you can lend support to
such a seminar would be welcome.
